In Arabic, the word ôSaberõ has two meanings: cactus or patience, and the word ôKolõ is the 

imperative form of the verb eat. òKol Saber!ó can be either ôEat Cactus!õ or ôBe Patient!õ  

ôKol Saber !õ with Ahmad Abutaleb, Fadi Zmorrod, Mhammed AbuSakha, Mhammed AbuTaleb 

and Noor AbuRob under the artistic direction of Shadi Zmorrod and with the technical and 

artistic support of Nayef  Othman, Nada Humsi, Ivan  Prado and Genna Greunig, Alaa Jayousi,  

will hold its first public performances in Palestine on November 22 and 23 at Al Kasaba 

Theatre and Cinematheque and will travel to Belgium for a series of shows in December.
